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Information on Conargo Housing Market

INTRODUCTION

This information on Central Murray Housing Market examines the affordability, adequacy and appropriateness of housing to meet the needs of the local community, with a particular focus on low and moderate income earners who may be in housing need.  The term ‘affordable housing’ applies to housing that is appropriate to the needs of a household and within their means to pay for it. 

Data for this housing market analysis has been drawn from the Australian Bureau of Statistics 2006 Census, Centrelink, Rental Bond Board data, Valuer General’s data and Housing NSW’s asset database. For analysis purposes, Housing NSW groups Conargo LGA as part of the Murray housing market together with Albury, Balranald, Berrigan, Corowa, Deniliquin, Greater Hume, Jerilderie, Murray, Tumbarumba, Urana, Wakool and Wentworth local government areas. These market groups have been identified largely on the basis of shared geographical, demographic, and socio-economic characteristics.    

In addition to this analysis are Explanatory Notes that elaborate on the information included in the housing market analysis.  The explanatory notes discuss housing stress, adequacy and appropriateness of affordable housing stock, housing diversity as well as what can be done about these issues, broader housing market trends, plus where to look for more information.  They also provide information on housing tenure, homelessness, housing issues in non-metropolitan NSW, caravan park accommodation and residents, the housing needs of older people and of younger people, key workers, indigenous housing and social impact assessment amongst other issues, along with some ideas on what can be done about these at a local level.

HOUSING MARKET

A Glance at the Market

At the 2006 Census, Conargo LGA had a population of 1,675 (down by 8.3% from 1,826 in 2001). Conargo had a total of 634 occupied private dwellings (down by 4.7% from 665 in 2001), giving an average occupancy rate of 2.62 persons per dwelling (compared with 2.74 at 2001 Census).  This occupancy rate is higher than the average for non-metropolitan NSW of 2.53 (down from 2.62 at the 2001 Census).  It is also in the higher end of occupancy rates in the Central Murray housing market, which ranges from 2.43 in Deniliquin to 2.65 in Greater Hume. Conargo LGA has experienced a decline in population and dwelling growth between 2001 and 2006.
Indigenous Population
The indigenous population in Conargo increased between 2001 and 2006 in line with the trend for NSW, with an increase in Indigenous population by 54.2%.  Indigenous people now represent 1.4% of the total population in Conargo local government area, compared with 4.7% on average for non-metropolitan NSW at June 2006.  Neighbouring local government areas in the Central Murray housing market have indigenous populations ranging from 1.1% in Corowa to 9.0% in Wentworth.  Across Australia the indigenous population is growing at three times the national average.  Between 2001 and 2006 across Australia the indigenous population grew by 11%
.  Part of the growth in regional centres is due to a drift into urban areas and part due to the extremely high birth rate.
Housing Diversity

At the 2006 Census, 0% of dwellings in Conargo had no bedroom (bedsits), 1% had one bedroom, 9.8% had two bedrooms, 43.2% had three bedrooms and 42.7% had four (with less than 0.1% not stated).  This means that at least 85.9% of dwellings in Conargo had three or more bedrooms.  

Separate houses are the only dwelling type in Conargo. There are no attached houses (row, terrace or townhouse), units, flats or apartments. 

The overwhelming predominance of larger bedroom stock and separate dwellings indicates a lack of housing diversity.  Lack of diversity in housing configuration and type is a problem across NSW but is more acute in the outer ring local government areas of the GMR and in rural and coastal NSW, particularly outside major centres.  

Private Rental Market

General

The private rental market comprises 6.3% of all occupied private dwellings in Conargo LGA (up from 5.8% in 2001), compared to an average of 17.3% in non-metropolitan NSW.  The proportion of stock in the private rental market in Conargo is very low compared to the other local government areas in this housing market, which vary from 10.9% in Urana to 22.8% in Albury.  Coastal areas of NSW and major regional centres tend to have a higher proportion of private rental stock than less intensively populated rural and regional areas (for example Broken Hill has 10.6% of it’s stock in private rental, Port Stephens 17.7% and Queanbeyan 21.5%).   
It should be noted that the proportion of properties in the private rental market across non-metropolitan NSW declined marginally between the 2001 and 2006 Census – from 17.5% in 2001 to 17.3% in 2006 and a significant number of non metropolitan LGA’s actually experienced a decline in the number of private rental dwellings.  Over the same period the total number of dwellings in non-metropolitan NSW increased by 4.7%.  
Within the Central Murray housing market, several local government areas lost private rental stock between 2001 and 2006. Deniliquin, Greater Hume, Urana, Wakool, Wentworth and Berrigan experienced a decline in the proportion of private rental stock.  The decline of private rental stock is more marked in inland rural areas, often where the private rental market is already a relatively small proportion of the total stock.  The loss of long term rental properties was also identified by the National Sea Change Taskforce at August 2007 as a major issue for sea change communities.  The loss of private rental stock is an issue because it reduces housing options, particularly for lower income earners.  

People in Housing Stress

Using 2008 Centrelink data Housing NSW has calculated what proportion of people on low incomes in the private rental market and in receipt of Commonwealth Rent Assistance are paying more than 30% of their income and therefore will be in housing stress. In Conargo, there were a number of people receiving Commonwealth Rent Assistance (CRA) around 13% are in housing stress.  Commonwealth Rent Assistance is generally effective in this local government area. 
From the 2006 Census, 28% of all low
 and moderate
 income households renting in the private rental market in Conargo LGA are in housing stress.  This represents an increase in low and moderate income households in stress in Conargo from the 2001 Census.  While this is lower than the 50% of low and moderate income earners in stress on average for non-metropolitan NSW (excluding the GMR), it is still a significant proportion of low and moderate income earners in housing stress in an area that is relatively affordable.  Corowa has the highest proportion in stress in the Central Murray housing market with 45% and Jerilderie has the lowest proportion in stress with 20%.  
Rental Affordability 
The proportion of properties in the private rental market in Conargo that is theoretically affordable
 to households on 80% of median income
 was 0% at June 2008.  At June 2008 the average proportion of affordable rental housing in non-metropolitan NSW was 64.8%. The lack of affordable housing for rent is probably largely attributable to the very small rental market and very low turnover of rental properties.  The proportion of affordable rental dwellings in neighbouring LGA’s in the Central Murray housing market at June 2008 ranged from 0% in Jerilderie, Urana and Wakool to 97.4% in Balranald.  However, not all affordable private rental housing is occupied by lower and moderate income earners, as the Explanatory notes explain.  

The chart below shows the difference in median rental levels between Albury, Berrigan, Corowa, Deniliquin, Hume, Murray and Wentworth over the period from June 2005 to June 2009.  Murray and Albury had the highest rental levels, followed by Hume and Corowa, with Berrigan, Wentworth and Deniliquin having the lowest median rentals over this period.  Overall rental levels increased in all these LGA’s over this period, some LGA’s show seasonal variations in median rental levels but not in unison – that is different LGA’s peak and trough at different times.  As there is insufficient data available for Conargo LGA, the trends identified for LGAs within the Central Murray Housing Market are applicable to the Conargo housing market, with similarities with neighbouring LGAs including Deniliquin, Jerilderie and Wakool.
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Balranald, Conargo, Jerilderie, Urana and Wakool had insufficient new bonds lodged over the quarter to calculate median rents in each of the four bedroom categories.  Data is available for Albury, Berrigan, Corowa, Deniliquin, Hume, Murray and Wentworth. Based on the data below, LGA’s have experienced moderate increases in rental prices.

According to the Real Estate Institute of NSW, the vacancy rate for the Albury region for May 2009 was 2.3% (down from 2.7% in January 2009) indicating a tight rental market. 

The figure below gives a picture of the change in median rents in Sydney and NSW between December 2005 and September 2009.  This contrasts with the trend for median sales prices.

Private Purchase

At June 2008, the proportion of dwellings affordable for purchase to households at 80% of median income
 was 0% in Conargo (compared to an average of 12.7% in non-metropolitan NSW at June 2008).  The proportion available for affordable purchase in the Central Murray housing market at March 2009 ranged between 0.0% in Conargo, Jerilderie, Urana and Balranald and 45.0% in Berrigan. 

From the 2006 Census, the proportion of low and moderate income households in Conargo who are purchasing and are in housing stress is 60%.  This is an increase of 15.4% from the 2001 Census.  Conargo has a higher proportion of low and moderate income households purchasing and in housing stress than the average for Non-metropolitan NSW (43%).  The other local government areas in the Central Murray housing market ranged from 20% in stress in Jerilderie to 47% in Murray, with most being around 33%.  The Explanatory notes provide more detail about housing purchase affordability issues.
The chart below shows the median purchase price for the LGA’s in the Central Murray housing market – Albury, Balranald, Berrigan, Corowa, Deniliquin, Hume, Murray, Tumbarumba, Wakool and Wentworth - over the period from June 2005 to June 2009.

The chart shows that dwelling purchase prices have remained steady in most LGA’s over this period. Again most LGA’s show some seasonal variation in median purchase price.  Albury and Murray had the highest median purchase prices in this market.

There was insufficient data on the median sales price for all dwellings (houses and units) in Conargo LGA at June 2009. Murray LGA had the highest median dwelling price in the Central Murray housing market, followed by Albury, with Tumbarumba having the lowest with $140,000.  Most local government areas in this market had median sales prices around $170,000, well below the median for non-metropolitan NSW of $265,000.  Murray was the only local government area in this housing market with a median sales price above that for non-metropolitan NSW.  While across non-metropolitan NSW property values fell over the last twelve months, Berrigan, Deniliquin Greater Hume and Murray bucked the trend with an increase in median sales price over this time frame.   

The median dwelling prices for the Central Murray housing market at June 2009 are in the table below.  The generally declining median dwelling prices over the last twelve months are in contrast to the increases in median rents over the same period.

KEY ISSUES
In Conargo LGA, key housing issues for the community include:

· There is insufficient housing diversity, particularly smaller bedroom stock to meet the needs of the community.   With over 85% of all dwellings being three or four bedrooms in Conargo. There is a lack of smaller affordable dwellings in the private rental market.  To improve housing diversity:

· More self contained boarding house style development may also assist in meeting the needs of lower income earning single people in the private rental market.  Boarding house style accommodation is increasingly occupied by key workers and seasonal workers, and new stock could assist in meeting some local need.  Existing boarding house accommodation is generally old and not suited to the needs of most potential residents.  New more self contained boarding house style accommodation allows residents more privacy, improves tenancy management and is more sustainable as a long term housing option.  Further information on new more self-contained boarding house accommodation and how to encourage this kind of development is in the Explanatory Notes.   In Harden local government area a 90 bed backpacker hostel was developed which caters to seasonal workers.
· Accessory dwellings or granny flats are another way of creating more affordable rental housing which would be suitable for both younger and older residents.  Where lot sizes are large accessory dwellings could be encouraged to provide more affordable rental accommodation suitable for both younger and older residents. Information on accessory dwellings is included in the Explanatory Notes – including Landcom development trialling different types of accessory dwellings.  In addition, the Department of Planning’s new SEPP on Affordable Rental Housing 2009 has information on granny flats and new more self contained boarding house style accommodation at http://www.planning.nsw.gov.au/PlansforAction/Supportingaffordablerentalhousingpolicy/tabid/313/Default.aspx
· Hillier, Fisher and Tonts in their 2002 AHURI report “Rural housing, regional development and policy integration: an evaluation of alternative policy responses to regional disadvantage” note that “the affordability and availability of appropriate housing contributes to regional economic and social development in small rural communities: if such communities do not have a suitable housing infrastructure, arresting population decline and promoting economic growth become problematic. (p2)”.  Hillier et al. point out that the availability of rental accommodation is often low and consequently economic growth may be threatened. Further, much of the rental accommodation tends to be older style housing and is often not suited to the needs of residents.  They note from their case studies that itinerant workers often have to live in hotels and caravan parks because of a shortage of appropriate and affordable rental accommodation.  Further information on non-metropolitan housing issues is available in the Explanatory notes/fact sheets.  Boarding houses and accessory dwellings by their nature tend to rental accommodation.  Therefore efforts to encourage these dwelling types may assist in boosting the rental stock and meeting the needs of the local community, including seasonal and key workers.
