Overall Planning and Design Objectives

• To provide a framework for a sustainable community which is 
responsive to the physical and cultural framework of the site and its 
surroundings;

• To make better use of existing land resources;
• To incorporate a significant number of Ecologically Sustainable 

Development design features; 
• To retain as many trees as possible within both the development 

site and the public domain, to create a sense of green, which 
distinguishes this inner city site, and which the community values 
highly;

• To use the existing street pattern to define the urban form of 
development within the site; and

• To create housing types which meet the needs of a range of 
residents in terms of age, family relationships and socio-economic 
backgrounds. 



Overall Planning and Design- East Site



The East Site – Proposed redevelopment

The east site, which is bounded by Philip, 
Morehead, Kettle and Walker Streets, is to be 
redeveloped as the social housing component, 
with: 

• 40 town houses (13 x 2 bedroom, 23 x 3 
bedroom, 4 x 4 bedroom), and 

• 66 apartments (44 x 1 bedroom, 22 x 2 
bedroom).



Ecologically Sustainable Development features

The Ecologically Sustainable Development design features will include:

• Reducing the need for air conditioning by using external solar shading 
• Using energy efficient building materials, to reduce the need for heating and air 

conditioning
• Cross ventilation will be designed in to provide cooling air streams in the units
• Gas boosted solar hot water heating,
• Compact Florescent Light fixtures to reduce electricity consumption and increase 

efficiency,
• Water efficient toilets, shower heads and other fixtures to reduce consumption of 

water,
• Energy & water efficient appliances,
• Use of Photo Voltaic Arrays to generate electricity for the common areas, 
• Use of rainwater for toilet flushing and gardens,
• Irrigation on gardens and mulch to reduce water usage, and
• Storm water and grey water recycling for the gardens.

This will be more modern public housing – low maintenance, visually appealing and energy efficient 
designed specifically to give low-income residents quality accommodation with lower living costs 
and a more appropriate mix of accommodation that meets current demand for inner city housing.
