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Information on Greater Taree Housing Market
INTRODUCTION

This information on Greater Taree Housing Market examines the affordability, adequacy and appropriateness of housing to meet the needs of the local community, with a particular focus on low and moderate income earners who may be in housing need.  The term ‘affordable housing’ applies to housing that is appropriate to the needs of a household and within their means to pay for it. 

Data for this housing market analysis has been drawn from the Australian Bureau of Statistics 2006 and 2001 Census, Centrelink, Rental Bond Board data, Valuer General’s data and Housing NSW’s Housing’s asset database. For analysis purposes, Housing NSW groups the Greater Taree LGA as part of the Mid North Coast market together with Bellingen, Coffs Harbour, Hastings, Kempsey and Nambucca. These market groups have been identified largely on the basis of shared geographical, demographic, and socio-economic characteristics. 

Attached to this analysis are a number of explanatory notes and fact sheets that elaborate on the information included in the housing market analysis.  The explanatory notes discuss housing stress, adequacy of affordable housing stock, housing diversity as well as what can be done about these issues.  The fact sheets included here provide information on caravan park accommodation and residents, the housing needs of older people, homelessness and indigenous housing, with some ideas on what can be done about these issues at a local level.

HOUSING MARKET

A Glance at the Market

At the 2006 Census, Greater Taree had a population of 45,145 (up by 5.4% from 42,838 in 2001).  Greater Taree had a total of 17,939 occupied dwellings at the 2006 Census (up by 6.9% from 16,778 in 2001), giving an average occupancy rate of 2.52 persons per dwelling (down from 2.55 in 2001).  This occupancy rate is slightly below the average for the rest of NSW of 2.53 (down from 2.62 at the 2001 Census) and the GMR 2.69 (down from 2.75 in 2001) and is at the highest end of the range of occupancy rates in neighbouring LGA’s with Bellingen (2.43 persons per household average), Coffs Harbour (2.49), Hastings (2.40), Kempsey (2.48) and Nambucca (2.36). All the local government areas in the Mid North Coast housing market have below non-metropolitan NSW average occupancy rates.  

Indigenous Population
Like non-metropolitan NSW generally, the indigenous population in Greater Taree increased between 2001 and 2006 by 18.5% from 1,627 to 1,928.  Indigenous people now represent 4.3% of the total population in Greater Taree local government area, compared with 4.7% on average for non-metropolitan NSW (excluding the Greater Metropolitan Region or GMR) and 1.2% in the GMR at June 2006.  Neighbouring local government areas in the Mid North Coast housing market have indigenous populations ranging from 2.6% in Hastings to 9.3% in Kempsey.  Across Australia the indigenous population is growing at three times the national average.  Between 2001 and 2006 across Australia the indigenous population grew by 11%
.  Part of the growth in regional centres is due to a drift into urban areas and part due to the extremely high birth rate.
Private Rental Market

General

The private rental market represents 17.68% of all occupied private dwellings in Greater Taree (up slightly from 17.91% in 2001), compared to an average of 17.29% in non-metropolitan NSW and 21.88% for the Greater Metropolitan Region. The proportion of private rental stock in Greater Taree is in the middle of the range of neighbouring LGA’s in the Mid North Coast housing market, with Bellingen (17.94%), Coffs Harbour (21.59%), Hastings (18.63%), Kempsey (16.56%) and Nambucca (16.03%).  Coastal areas of NSW and major regional centres tend to have a higher proportion of private rental stock than less intensively populated rural and regional areas (for example Broken Hill has 10.63% of its stock in private rental, Walcha 10.94% and Queanbeyan 21.52%).  It should be noted that the proportion of private rental stock in non-metropolitan NSW declined between 2001 and 2006 from 17.53% to 17.29%.  Many inland rural local government areas lost occupied private dwelling stock between 2001 and 2006, even areas with strong population growth, such as Lismore.
People in Housing Stress

Using Centrelink data Housing NSW has calculated what proportion of people on low incomes in the private rental market and in receipt of Commonwealth Rent Assistance are paying more than 30% of their income as an indicator of housing stress (the attached explanatory note provides more information on housing stress). There are around 3,218 Greater Taree residents in receipt of Commonwealth Rent Assistance and 26% are in housing stress. Single person households form the majority of households in housing stress in Greater Taree, comprising 38.2%, with single parents comprising a further 16.4%. This data indicates that the private rental market in Greater Taree is not catering well to the needs of smaller households in particular. This is also impacting on older renters in Greater Taree, with 21.4% of those in stress in receipt of the Aged Pension, at a time when it is important for them to remain close to social and support networks, as well as a range of services. More information about housing stress and about the housing needs of older residents is included in the attached explanatory notes.  

From the 2006 Census, 54% of all low
 and moderate
 income households renting in the private rental market in Greater Taree are in housing stress.  This represents an increase from the 2001 Census and is marginally below the average of 56% across the GMR and above the 50% represented in non-metropolitan NSW.  In the same housing market, Coffs Harbour has 61% of low and moderate income renters in housing stress, Nambucca 59%, Bellingen 57%, Hastings 60% and Kempsey 57%.   It should be noted that Greater Taree has considerably more low and moderate income renters in housing stress than purchasers, in line with the trend nationally.  

Caravan Parks
According to ABS data from the 2006 Census there are 359 people living in caravans in Greater Taree.  Not all of these are necessarily living in caravan parks or manufactured home estates as there has been a change to the way ABS collects data and all residents living in caravans (for example in back yards, at road sides, on vacant lots) are now included.  Centrelink data from 2006 indicates 194 of these are in receipt of a pension or benefit.  
Caravan Park accommodation provides a housing choice to people with limited housing options. Caravan parks provide housing to people who may not have the references to access housing in the private rental market, who may not be able to afford anything else or who need flexibility. The closure of caravan park accommodation or conversion to tourist sites reduces the housing options available for people on low incomes. Given the decline in the number of caravan parks across NSW, when a caravan park is redeveloped or there is a switch from long term to short term sites, residents are at risk of homelessness. In a recent research paper “Planning for Affordable Housing in Coastal Sea Change Communities’ by Nicole Gurran and Caroline Squires, the authors note that “Areas on the mid and far north coast of New South Wales have experienced significant declines in permanent caravan park accommodation. A total of 420 permanent sites are estimated to have been lost between November 2001 and January 2004 on the north coast… and a significant amount of remaining caravan park accommodation is at risk of being redeveloped.”

Additional information about caravan park accommodation and residents is included in the attached fact sheet.  
Housing Diversity
It is noted that at the 2001 Census, 9.2% of dwellings in the private rental market in Greater Taree had one bedroom (compared with 11.0% in Nambucca, 8.4% in Hastings, 9.5% in Bellingen, 6.6% in Coffs Harbour and 8.6% in Kempsey) and just 36.4% had two bedrooms, giving a total of 45.6% with one or two bedrooms. Greater Taree had 54.3% of private rental stock as three (or more) bedroom dwellings (this compares to 55.2% in Nambucca, 51.2% in Hastings, 58% in Bellingen, 52.8% in Coffs Harbour and 52.4% in Kempsey).  Lack of diversity in housing configuration and type is a problem across NSW but is more acute in the outer ring local government areas of the GMR and in rural and coastal NSW.  
Rents 
The chart below shows the difference in median rental levels between Greater Taree LGA and its neighbouring LGAs of Coffs Harbour, Bellingen, Hastings, Kempsey and Nambucca over the period from September 2002 to March 2006.  Rents have increased at a steady rate for all LGA’s in the Mid North Coast housing market over this period, with Hastings generally having the highest median rent for all dwellings.


At June 2008 (the latest data available) the median rent for a one bedroom dwelling in Greater Taree was $118, two bedroom dwellings $175, three bedrooms $230 (up by 9.5% just in the last 12 months) and four or more bedrooms $280. Rental levels in Coffs Harbour June 2008 were $160 for one bedroom (up 6.7% in the last 12 months), $210 for two bedrooms (up 7.7%), $285 for three (up 7.5%) and $365 for four plus (up 10.6%), for Hastings ($155, $210, $285, $365 respectively), Nambucca ($130, $180, $240, $265), Bellingen (two bedrooms $200, three bedrooms, $255, insufficient new bonds were lodged for one and four bedroom dwellings in the June quarter to calculate median rents), Kempsey ($135, $165, $210, $270). Rent rises in the last 12 months have been stronger than in the previous few years, and this is certainly the experience in Sydney and those parts of NSW with tight vacancy rates. According to the Real Estate Institute of NSW in July 2008 the vacancy rate in the Mid North Coast was 2.1% and has been tight for months.

Private Purchase

The proportion of dwellings affordable for purchase to households at 80% of median income
 in Greater Taree at December 2007 was 11.1% (compared to 16.6% in non-metropolitan NSW and 1.8% in the GMR). In the Mid North Coast, the proportion of affordable purchase at December 2007 in Coffs Harbour was 3.1%, Bellingen 1.5%, Hastings 1.4%, Kempsey 23.7% and Nambucca 8.0%. Clearly purchase affordability has declined to a point that it is almost impossible for lower income households to purchase housing in the Mid North Coast. Affordable purchase is tight across the whole market and only Kempsey is more affordable than the average for non-metropolitan NSW. Bellingen and Hastings are the least affordable local government areas for purchase on the Mid North Coast and both are less affordable than the average for the GMR.

From the 2006 Census, the proportion of low and moderate income households in Greater Taree who are purchasing and are in housing stress is 43%. This is an increase of 12% from the 2001 Census and is the same as the average for non-metropolitan NSW at 2006. The proportion of low and moderate income households purchasing and in stress in the other Mid North Coast housing market local government areas is 50% in Coffs Harbour, 48% in Bellingen, 51% in Hastings, 45% in Kempsey and 46% in Nambucca.  All the local government areas in the Mid North Coast housing market have at or above non-metro average proportion of low and moderate income purchasers in housing stress, with Greater Taree at the lowest end of the range. 

The chart below shows the median purchase price for Greater Taree and its neighbouring LGAs in the Mid North Coast housing market over the period from March 2001 to March 2006.  Sales prices increased rapidly between March 2002 and March 2004 in all local government areas in the Mid North Coast market and have subsequently plateaued, with Hastings having the highest median purchase price in the market.


The median sales price in Greater Taree at March 2008 (the latest data available) was $265,000, with a 1.9% increase in the last 12 months. Compared to the other LGAs in the Mid North Coast market, the median price in Hastings was $325,000 (down 5.4% in the last 12 months), Coffs Harbour $333,000 (up 5.8% in the last 12 months), Nambucca $284,000 (down 3.7% in the last 12 months), Kempsey $223,000 (down 9.2% in the last 12 months) and Bellingen $331,000 (up 4.3% in the last 12 months).   Currently Coffs Harbour, closely followed by Bellingen, has the highest median purchase price and the highest increase in median purchase price over the last 12 months in the Mid North Coast housing market.

Social Housing

There are currently around 721 social housing dwellings in Greater Taree, with 531 public housing dwellings, 70 Aboriginal Housing Office dwellings and 71 community housing properties. Public housing represents 4.1% of all housing in Greater Taree which is below the average of 3.5% for non-metropolitan NSW.  

A significant proportion of public housing tenants in Greater Taree are aged over 55 (43.5% compared to 43% on average in non-metropolitan NSW) and the majority are single person households (47.8% compared with 45.7% on average in non-metropolitan NSW).  

Key Issues
In Greater Taree key housing issues for the community include:

· Greater Taree has a significant proportion of low and moderate income earners in rental stress and low and moderate income purchasers in housing stress and the numbers are growing. However, like the rest of Australia, Greater Taree has more low and moderate renters in stress than purchasers in stress. There is a need to increase the supply of affordable housing and in particular, affordable rental housing.

· The fact that there are significant numbers of people living permanently in caravans in Greater Taree further underscores this point. That more than half of the caravan residents in Greater Taree are dependent on a pension or benefit means that these people are particularly vulnerable. These residents are at risk of losing their housing if there is any move from long term to short term sites or redevelopment of the caravan parks. The loss of this low cost housing would have significant impacts for the residents and flow on effects to the local housing market. The attached explanatory notes show what other councils are doing to protect this form of accommodation for long term residents. It should be pointed out that the ABS regards marginal residents of caravan parks (those who rent the van and have no employment or other address) as part of the homeless population, as the attached explanatory notes explain.

· The fact that a significant proportion of those in housing stress in the private rental market in Greater Taree are older people suggests there are insufficient affordable housing opportunities for older lower income earners. Housing for older people needs to be well located in relation to services, facilities and transport as well as accessible for those with mobility problems. More purpose built aged housing, or greater housing diversity, including accessory dwellings or granny flats, particularly targeted to lower income earners is required to meet the housing needs of older lower income Greater Taree residents.  Ensuring a proportion of all new housing is adaptable will assist in enabling residents to age in place.

· There is a need for more one bedroom, studio and boarding house style accommodation to assist in meeting the needs of the community through different stages of the housing life cycle and particularly for young people and elderly people on lower incomes. The fact that the majority of CRA recipients in housing stress in Greater Taree are single person households suggests the need for more one bedroom stock.    

· The lack of affordable housing for purchase for low and moderate income earners.  Purchase affordability is tight across the whole of Sydney and much of NSW, particularly in coastal areas. Greater Taree has a lower proportion of dwellings affordable for purchase by lower income earners than the average for the GMR. This is further evidenced by the high and increasing proportion of low and moderate income purchasers in housing stress in Greater Taree and is in part a reflection of the relative lack of housing diversity.
